I.
Call to Order and General Business

Chairman Cadwell called the meeting to order at 10:05 am.  Ms. Fant called the roll and announced that a quorum was present.
II. Welcome to New Members – Chairman Cadwell 
Chairman Cadwell recognized several new Council members and asked them to introduce themselves to the Council. He welcomed them to the Council.
III. Committee Reports

· Executive Committee – Chairman Cadwell
Chairman Cadwell told the Council that the Executive Committee had held an emergency meeting on January 21st to appoint Jeff Jones Acting Executive Director until such time as Sandra Glenn recovered from her illness. Since Ms. Glenn has passed away, the Executive Committee at this morning’s meeting discussed the issue and is recommending that Jeff Jones be appointed Acting Executive Director for the RPC until the end of the legislative session in May, at which time the Executive Committee will revisit the issue. As Acting Executive Director, Jeff’s salary would be increased to $87,500, halfway between his current salary and Ms. Glenn’s salary, and he would receive a monthly car allowance. 

MOTION: Commissioner Blake moved to appoint Jeff Jones Acting Executive Director and to increase his salary and provide him with a car allowance. Commissioner Pool seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

· Chairman Cadwell added that with regard to legislative issues, Commissioner Morris has volunteered to represent the Council as spokesman, without additional compensation.
MOTION: Commissioner Pool moved to authorize Commissioner Morris to act as the Council’s spokesperson during the upcoming legislative session. Commissioner Sheehan seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
· Nominating Committee – Mayor John Land
Mayor Land informed the Council that at that morning’s Committee meeting, the Committee voted to recommend for Chairman, Mr. Jon Rawlson, for Vice-Chair, Commissioner Michael Blake, for Treasurer, Ms. Rita Kane, and for Secretary, Commissioner Teresa Jacobs.
MOTION: Mayor Land made a motion to accept the recommendations of the Nominating Committee. Commissioner Morris seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously. 
Commissioner Blake recommended the Council cover expenses regarding activities related to     Commissioner Morris’ duties as spokesman.


MOTION: Commissioner Blake moved to have the Council cover Commissioner Morris’ expenses incurred while acting as the Council’s spokesperson. Pool seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
IV. Proposed Growth Management Legislation – Diane Quigley, Florida Department of Community Affairs
Ms. Quigley briefed the Council on this year’s growth management legislation. She outlined the problems with the current program, including its complexity, a disconnection between costs and revenues of development, weak intergovernmental coordination, and inadequate funding, especially for transportation improvements. Transportation and schools have become high priority issues for DCA.

Ms. Quigley stated that the legislation had been drafted last December, but has since been revised and shortened. The principles behind the proposed legislation would be to increase availability and affordability of technology, emphasize the citizen’s role in the community, and enhance regional planning. Ms. Quigley mentioned several proposals under the legislation, including focusing on state priorities, establishing new infrastructure funding options, and shortening state review.
Additionally, in implementing the state’s new roles, there will be funding to local governments, assistance for regional planning, and training sessions for local governments and the public concerning technological advances. 
Mr. Jeff Jones referred to the meeting held with Representative Bennett’s legislative staff, Mr. Cohen and staff from DCA, and several others regarding what regional components should be added to the bill. Mr. Jones stated there was some resistance to the Council’s suggestions. He believed the resistance may be due to the RPC functioning differently than the government. 

Commissioner Morris stated the regional planning councils are not speaking to legislators with one voice. This may have contributed to the deletion of most references to RPCs in the proposed legislation. 
V.
Approval of Minutes 

The November 2004 minutes were offered for consideration.

MOTION: Ms. Ghyabi moved approval of the November 2004 minutes. Mr. Ed Booth seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Financial Reports 

Commissioner Cadwell offered for consideration the November and December 2004, and January 2005 financial reports.

MOTION: Mr. Rawlson moved to approve the financial reports. Mayor Land seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
VI.
National Association of Regional Councils (NARC) Update – Commissioner Randy Morris
Commissioner Morris stated there was a reauthorization of ISTEA. Also, he referenced the President’s initiative on Community Assistance Program. Commissioner Morris stated there was a need for a Florida/Georgia representative on the NARC Board and suggested that interested Council members contact NARC.
VII.
Development of Regional Impact (DRI) Update – Fred Milch
Fred briefed the Council on issues related to the upcoming DRIs, Winter Garden Mall at Fowler Groves and International Corporate Park. He discussed the growth occurring on the south side of Winter Garden. This growth, which will include big box retail stores, necessitates the extension of Daniel Road. 

Additionally, in April, the International Corporate Park will open. The park will be located between the Beeline and the Greenway, and Alafaya Trail will be extended to the project. Under such changes, schools and offices will be added and roadways will be improved, specifically the interchange on the expressway.
