I.
Call To Order and General Business

Chairman Rawlson called the meeting to order at 10:05 am. Ms. Kary called the roll and announced that a quorum was present.
Approval of Minutes: Secretary Kane offered for consideration the minutes. 
MOTION: Secretary Kane moved for approval of the December 17th minutes. Commissioner Morris seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Financial Reports: Secretary Kane offered for consideration the financial reports for December 2003 and January 2004.
MOTION: Commissioner Morris moved for approval of the financial reports. Ms. Acevedo seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

II.
Chairman’s Report

Chairman Rawlson congratulated Evelyn Smith for being elected Mayor of the City of Eustis by her peers. 
III.
 Reappointed Council Members
Chairman Rawlson congratulated Commissioner’s Morris and Henley for being reappointed as liaisons representatives of the Seminole County Board, to the Council.
IV.
Nova Southeastern University
Mr. LaTorre updated the Council about the University’s contribution to the Central Florida community. He provided goodie bags with information about the University. The University is celebrating its 40th year and they currently have 23,000 students. They are currently the 10th largest private, non-profit university in the United States; the largest in the state of Florida and the largest in the Southeastern United States, all based upon enrollment.
VIII. myregion.org (moved up on agenda)
Ms. Glenn asked Commissioner Morris to bring the board up to date on the myregion issue.
Commissioner Morris explained that myregion is now in Phase II. At the end of Phase I, the issue left on the table was the 10 Resolves that had not been acted upon. The question at hand is who is going to parent/shepherd these resolves. We’ve determined that there were some very noble goals that needed to be acted upon. The recommendation from the Executive Board was to have the Chairman appoint a sub committee to select 2 or 3 of the resolves to dedicate resources to and to have staff come to us with what is do able. The idea is to have a small committee that would be regionally represented to move forward with this project.. 
Ms. Glenn explained that in talking with Shelly Lawton, the Executive Director of myregion, she picked out 4 of the resolves that they were particularly interested in having the Council focus on. Since that time they have pitched the same concept to the MPO Alliance, which is made up of the MPO’s in 7 counties, which also includes Polk which is not in our region. She spoke about a letter that was addressed to Chairman Cadwell, detailing what resolves myregion thinks the Council should provide primary leadership in. They would like this to become a project from the Alliance and the RPC to come up with the program for transportation and land planning for our regional district.
Ms. Glenn pointed out a newspaper article from the Sun Sentinel. When the transportation issue in South Florida passed the legislature, they too realized that there was a need for land use in that. They are working with the RPC in South Florida to do the same type thing.
Ms. Glenn announced the board members that have been appointed by the Chairman to make up the myregion subcommittee. The appointed members are: Morris, O’Keefe, McLouth, Rawlson, and Northey.
Ms. Glenn noted that from a staff point of view we have the equipment to actually do the land planning along transportation corridors that the Alliance has asked us to look at. The only cost that we would have is the staff time to put the program together. We may be able to absorb that in our current budget. But, if we go into any of the other resolves we will have to look at finances and how much time and effort they will take.
Mr. Barley concurred with Ms. Glenn that the Alliance does not have a staff or budget. The Alliance has appointed a few members to work in cooperation with this RPC and the Central Florida RPC to explore what would be involved in working on Resolves #3 and #6. Mr. Barley sated that a decision needs to be made as to if we stick to the 7 county area or open up to Sumpter County as well. He said we need to be concerned about the end product; what specifically do we want to accomplish.
Commissioner Morris stated that one of the things that has been discussed concerning #6 is that it really has a huge number of the public that will be in opposition. It is very difficult to define what agencies or local governments are affected, not to mention the business community. Rather than trying to tackle this from a full regional basis, why don’t we perhaps look at one or two isolated areas, like the 4 corners project, or some other particular area where we know there is conflict between regional governments or local government and high growth is going to occur. Maybe focusing on an isolated area as a pilot project in one or two places may be something easier to tackle. Then the resources wouldn’t have to be so extensive in trying to come up with a six or seven county policy.

Mr. Barley replied that that is the perfect topic that this exploratory group could take up.

Mr. McLouth interjected that he believes that this is great opportunity for the Regional Planning Council to do something. I really believe in a regional approach. If we don’t tackle this on a regional basis we have lost everything. It takes so long to build a road, to do practically anything that we need to be looking forward. Smart Quality growth is of particular interest to me.
Commissioner Pritchard added that this is our moment. We don’t want to see what happened to South Florida happen here. How much density do we want to have?

Ms. Kane asked the staff what would be involved with parenting #3.
Ms. Glenn stated that we are talking land use along current and future roadways.

Mr. Barley added that the Alliance group agreed to take on #3 with involvement from the RPC as well. But, the Alliance group does not have a staff; they share resources. The Alliance just came out with the first ever Seven County Regional Transportation Plan. I will get a copy to each of the board members. Let’s not worry about the money thing. Let’s just figure out what needs to be done.
MOTION: Commissioner Morris moved authorization of the Chairman to appoint a subcommittee to move forward with the Regional Resolves with the proposed subcommittee members and work with MetroPlan and the MPOs and come back to this board with some action. Ms. Kane seconded. Motion passed unanimously.

Ms. Glenn stated that she will set the date and time of the first meeting of that subcommittee.
V.
MPO Agreements of Lake & Sumter County
Ms. Glenn explained that when a new MPO is formed that we are tasked to sign off on the agreements.
MOTION: Councilwoman Northey moved approval of the MPO Agreements. Commissioner Hartage seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
VI. SR 429 Working Group Recommendations (handout)
Mr. Jones made a presentation on the SR 429 NW Extension Corridor Study. He spoke about the existing development, future development under the comp plans and trends, future growth figures, future land uses, and environmental impacts.

Commissioner Hartage requested a copy of a map that compiles all future land uses from city and counties within the project area, specifically for the myregion subcommittee to look at when they work on the regional resolves.

VII. University of Central Florida/Master Plan
Mr. Merck made a presentation updating the board about the UCF Master Plan. The University’s enrollment is at 42,000, with future enrollment projections at 50,000+. Regional campuses are a lot of the University’s future focus. Mr. Merck spoke about the statutory requirement that the University has in lieu of “DRI”. 
MOTION: Commissioner Morris moved authorization of the Chairman to send a letter to the University of Central Florida on behalf of the Planning Council in support of the Master Plan. Commissioner Colon seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
IX. DRI – Orange Lake
Mr. Milch updated the Council about the Orange Lake DRI. Cynthia Sellers, from C.T. Sellers, Inc. (407.359.8146) is the Environmental Consultant on the project. 

Map H is a map of the revised site plan (handed out).
MOTION: Mr. O’Keefe moved approval of the DRI. Councilwoman Northey seconded. Motion passed unanimously.
X.  Executive Director’s Report

Ms. Glenn thanked Mr. Rawlson for chairing the meeting.

Ms. Glenn reported that we are getting very close to becoming the Economic Development District that we have worked on for about a year. As a routine form, we need to have the county Council sign a letter… the Chairman of each county. She said that she has been in contact with most of the county managers, as well as some of the commissioners. So, as a reminder, when it comes up on some of your agendas if you would support us on that, we would appreciate it.
