I.
Call To Order and General Business

Secretary/Treasurer Blake called the meeting to order at 10:05 am. Ms. Neal called the roll and announced that a quorum was present.
Approval of Minutes: Secretary/Treasurer Blake offered for consideration of the minutes from the April 16, 2003 Council meeting.  

MOTION: Ms. Kane moved for approval of the minutes. Ms. Smith seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

Financial Reports: Secretary/Treasurer Blake offered for consideration of the financial report for April 2003.

MOTION: Commissioner Morris moved approval of the financial reports. Ms. Acevedo seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

II.
Chairman’s Report

Mr. Livingston explains the “GUST” and the Economic and Growth Tax Relief Reconciliation Act of 2001 (the “EGTRRA Amendment”). It is a Federal Act concerning the restating and amending of the East Central Florida Regional Planning Council Money Purchase Pension Plan to comply with a series of law changes. The Resolution was distributed for the Council’s consideration. 
MOTION: Mr. O’Keefe moved approval of the GUST. Mr. DiLavore seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. (attachment 1 - online)
Commissioner Morris gave the Homeland Security Report. He spoke about how the funds will be distributed and released. The security measures that need to be taken concerning the Ports were discussed. Mr. McLouth spoke on behalf of Port Canaveral, expressing that the Port’s increased vulnerability to terrorism has been recognized by the Federal Government. Ports in the US will receiv 70 million in Federal funds, and Port Canaveral will receive 4.5 million. 
III.
St. Johns River Restoration MOU
In Councilwoman Northey’s absence, Ms. Glenn discussed the Alliance. She requested that the Council authorize the MOU and authorize Commissioner Cadwell to sign on behalf of the Council. 

Ms. Christman noted that the organization to be formed will have a Steering Committee as well as technical and citizen advisory committees. 
Commissioner Dunnick asked whether Osceola County should be added as a required signature. Ms. Glenn noted that she will check into it. 

Ms. Garfein noted that this is a combination of two efforts; restoration and economic development.

Mr. McLouth noted that it could be difficult for the Council to “get out of” this once it is signed. That it will be impediment to development.
MOTION: Councilman Lewis moved to table the signing of the MOU until a future meeting. Mayor Land seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. (attachment 2 - online)
