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Essential Job Functions For Urban Search and Rescue Operations

Structural collapse and rescue operations are performed in dangerous and physically demanding environments.  Personnel involved in search and rescue operations must possess the stamina necessary to safely and effectively carry out sustained operations over many hours, often without sleep or sufficient relief.

For FL-TF4 personnel to safely and effectively perform the duties and missions assigned to the Task Force, each member must be relied upon to perform sustained physical tasks under difficult and dangerous conditions.

FL-TF4 personnel must possess sufficient strength to transport, handle, and operate heavy tools and equipment.  Each member of the Task Force who enters a collapsed building or a designated hazard zone must be capable of:  

1. Negotiating rubble piles and uneven surfaces
2. Working prolonged periods under extreme environmental conditions including direct sunlight, high heat, cold, rain and humid conditions.
3. Working in confined spaces
4. Carrying required equipment
5. Climbing ladders and working at various heights
6. Quickly exiting void spaces to escape dangers associated with the secondary collapse of a structure
