I.
Call To Order and General Business

Chairman Cadwell called the meeting to order at 10:13 am. Ms. Kary called the roll and announced that a quorum was present.
Approval of Minutes: Secretary/Treasurer Blake offered for consideration the minutes of the February 19, 2003 Council meeting.  

MOTION: Ms. Smith moved approval of the minutes. Mr. O’Keefe seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 

Financial Reports: Secretary/Treasurer Blake offered for consideration the financial reports for February and March 2003.

MOTION: Commissioner Blake moved approval of the financial reports. Ms. Smith seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Audit Presentation for Fiscal Year 2002
Secretary/Treasurer Blake expressed that the state is good. Lelia Hars was recognized. Secretary/Treasurer Blake offered for consideration the Annual Financial Report for Fiscal Year Ended September 30, 2002.
MOTION: Commissioner Blake moved approval of the financial reports. Ms. Smith seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

New RPC Website
Ms. Caswell presented a walk-through tour of the new East Central Florida Regional Planning Council Website. Ms. Caswell stated that email links and the appropriate elected official’s Website links will be added to the “Agency > Council” Web page that lists all the appointed Council Members. It was mentioned that the DEP needed to be added on the “Links > Environment” page, under Other Organizations. The question was asked as to whether DRIs will be added on the site for viewing. A suggestion was made to create a DRI map that links to all of the DRIs in the region. It was also suggested that a list of all of the documents that the RPC provides be added to the “Document Center,” even if a document is not digital and have downloading capabilities. The idea is to provide a library list of all the documents that the RPC provides and either links to download or contact information as to how to obtain the information. REMI Update
Ms. Caswell introduced the REMI model, which has been in use for several months. Ms. Caswell gave an update on completed and upcoming projects using the model. She informed the council about what the REMI model’s capabilities is (To view the presentation click here or see attachment 2). 
A suggestion was made to profile Gaming Ships.

Another suggestion was made to post the REMI projects (past and proposed) on the Website for all to view.

VI. 
Executive Director’s report

Ms. Glenn shared about the State Association of Regional Planning Councils Meeting she attended in Tallahassee on March 13 -14th. She expressed that it was a wonderful opportunity to share the diverse projects the planning councils are involved in. She also spoke about José Abreu, our new Secretary of Transportation. She talked about “The Strategic Intermodal System” handout that she received from Mr. Abreu, in which she highlighted the item on the back - emerging airports (To view this document click here or visit http://www11.myflorida.com/planning/sis/). 
Ms. Glenn spoke about her and Commissioner Morris’s attendance of the NARC conference. She mentioned that Commissioner Morris is running for Vice President of NARC, with elections in June. 
Commissioner Morris touched on Home Land Security. He stated that currently money is being distributed on most of the bills being presented. The government has promised over 6 billion dollars in money that has not gone out. New York has not even been paid yet. The money is trickling out, but only to large cities. And then in some cases to first responders and police departments for new equipment and personnel. Moreover, he spoke about some of the presentations that he saw on this issue, touching on the 3.5 billion dollar bill that has been slotted to go to Regional Planning agencies for the purpose of planning and re-development, to be spread across the small towns, counties and governments across the nation via the process of Planning Council.
Ms. Glenn mentioned that we got an official letter from the governor’s office, stating that Ms. Evelyn Smith has been re-appointed to our Council.

Ms. Glenn also stated that at the end of the Wekiva Task force, the group came together and asked that the RPC facilitate the 441 By-pass (Western Beltway) task force. She highlighted that with our GIS and REMI capabilities we are going to have the capability to map the current land use and zonings along the area that should be the corridor, which will help local governments. She asked the chair to ask the council to make a motion that when this task force committee list is completed, that the executive committee could approve that list and go forward so that we do not loose any more time. We are looking at a three month project with probably four meetings and a committee made up of those from the effected area to serve on the committee (business people, elected officials, and the environmental community). The RPC or Expressway Authority will not have a member on this committee, with the purpose of remaining as independent bodies.
MOTION: Commissioner Blake moved approval of the financial reports. Mr. O’Keefe seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
