Call To Order and General Business

Chairman Cadwell called the meeting to order at 10:10 am. Ms. Kary called the roll and announced that a quorum was present.

Approval of Minutes: The July minutes were offered for consideration.

MOTION: Mr. Blake moved for approval of the July 21, 2004 minutes. Councilman Jaynes seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Financial Reports: Mr. Blake offered for consideration the financial reports for July, August and September 2004.

MOTION: Councilman Jaynes for approval of the financial report. Ms. Acevedo seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

II. Stoneybrook South DRI

Mr. Milch presented an overview of the Stoneybrook South DRI located in Osceola and Polk Counties. He pointed out the location and the characteristics of the site. 

Mr. Milch reviewed the revised preliminary recommendations with the Board.  The following corrections/changes to be made were requested:

· On R-1, Recommendation 2: “the balance of the” to be stricken and “917” to be changed to “899”

· On R-18, Recommendation 32: “or successor agency” to be added

· On R-18, Recommendation 35: “Prior to COs,”  to be added

· On R-19, Recommendation 36, “Prior to COs,” to be added

· On R-20, Recommendation 39, “and Polk County” to be added

Mr. Milch highlighted the letter from the School District of Osceola County (handout).

Councilman Jaynes asked about the timing on the construction of the school and mentioned that he believes that this element should be added.

Mr. Adams with R.J. Whidden and Associates explained that yes, the funding mechanism will be added but the construction schedule is not in their control.

Commissioner Morris asked about the estimated build-out.

Mr. Adams stated that the proposal is for two five year phases. The year 2013 is what is proposed.

There was a discussion about total open space.

Mr. Adams stated that they are in agreement with the recommended changes and the suggested changes/additions that were requested today. He noted that they are also working closely with the Central Florida Regional Planning Council and the Polk County Board of County Commissioners.

There was a discussion about various concerns pertaining to first response emergency services.

Public Comment
Ms. Mindelyn Heath with the Central Florida Regional Planning Council spoke about a few of the concerns that they are working with the developer on. Their main concerns are with the impacts of traffic and the first response emergency services funding. She noted that a requirement for annual traffic monitoring for the area will be added to the development order.

There was a discussion about the traffic impacts in the area due to this development.

There was a discussion about shopping in the area.

There was a discussion about employment centers in the area. The concern is for where people are going to work and how this is an impact on the traffic.

Ms. Chanda Bennett with Polk County Planning spoke about the employment centers in the area and about their emergency service access concerns.

Commissioner Morris voiced his concern about development trends moving toward more and more residential and not enough employment centers.

Councilman Jaynes echoed Commissioner Morris’s thoughts. He also commented on how he cannot see how all of this development is going to mesh together in terms of the transportation grid. He exclaimed that he is not thrilled with the over all planning of this development order.

Mr. McLouth mentioned that this type of planning fits nicely into the regional mapping initiative that the RPC has adopted. He stated that this development order does not look at the over all impact to the entire region. He recommended that in the future this mapping tool that we adopted at the last meeting can be utilized to evaluate these type of developments on a regional level.

Commissioner Colon emphasized that there needs to be more planning in these development orders and that this does not look at the big picture.

Commissioner Morris commented that the role of this board is to communicate with the county and city planning agencies to assist with this regional planning.

Councilman Jaynes stated that as elected officials we all need to take a broader perspective. We need to build a sense of community into these developments. It is not just a factor of public safety. We need to consider where people are going to go to church, where are the activity center and such. We need to begin to do regional modeling for these developments.

Commissioner Henley commented that these issues go hand and hand with the mapping initiative and that we have only begun to scratch the surface. He said that it would be nice in the future to be able to use the mapping tool to map out the regional impacts of a development.

Commissioner Pritchard suggested that we obtain a seven county area photo that will assist the Board during Council meetings when discussing particular locations.

MOTION: Commissioner Blake moved to approve the Stoneybrook South DRI. Commissioner Morris seconded the motion. Commissioner Colon showed opposition. The motion passed.

III. Chairman’s Report

Chairman Cadwell appointed the Executive Board Nominating Committee, naming Mayor Land, Clerk of the Courts Whaley, and himself.

Chairman Cadwell also appointed a subcommittee from the Finance committee to review the Executive Director’s salary. He named Commissioner Morris, Commissioner Blake, and Mr. Rawlson to be on the committee.
IV. Budget & Work Program Approval

Commissioner Blake presented the Fiscal Year 2004 Proposed Budget Amendment #1.

MOTION: Commissioner Morris moved to approve the Fiscal Year 2004 Proposed Budget Amendment #1. Mr. McLouth seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Commissioner Blake presented the Fiscal Year 2005 Proposed Work Program.

MOTION: Councilman Jaynes moved to approve the Fiscal Year 2005 Proposed Work Program. Commissioner Morris seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. McLouth complimented the Council staff on the Work Program.

Commissioner Blake presented the Fiscal Year 2005 Proposed Budget.

MOTION: Commissioner Morris moved to approve the Fiscal Year 2005 Proposed Budget. Councilman Jaynes seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

V. Executive Director’s Report

Ms. Glenn explained that the Regional Summit has been rescheduled for one day in February.

“The ECFRPC Agency Report” (handout) summarized projects and events that the staff has been working on.
VI. NARC Update

Commissioner Morris will give an overview of his NARC involvement at next month’s Council meeting.

Ms. Glenn shared with the Board that Commissioner Morris has testified before the Senate Committee on transportation for NARC.

VII. Announcements/Comments

MOTION: Mr. McLouth moved to approach NASA about providing the Council with a safelight shot of our seven-county region. Commissioner Morris seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
