Frequently Asked Questions

What is the Florida Scenic Highway Program? 

The Florida Scenic Highway Program is a Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) sponsored program that designates appropriate roadway corridors that represent and promote the State's unique histories and exceptional resources. The program was developed to preserve, maintain and enhance Florida's cultural, historical, archeological, recreational, natural, and scenic resources.
Will bike paths be built along the roadway if CR 455 and Old 50 become a Scenic Highway? 
Sidewalks and bike path development as well as landscaping can be included in the long-range plan.
If CR 455 and Old 50 are designated as a Florida Scenic Highway, will trucks still be allowed to use it?
Yes. The designation as a scenic highway does not affect the function of the highway.
Will the traffic increase as a result of the scenic highway designation?
The designation itself may attract visitors as grants and improvements are accomplished. Traffic is sure to increase as the area grows. The planning process should anticipate this and incorporate ways to effectively manage the increase along the corridor.
How can I have input into the Scenic Highway Designation process?
The Advocacy Group meetings are open to everyone and opinions and suggestions are encouraged.
Monthly meetings are held every second Thursday at the Kirk Park Community Center in Montverde, at 7:00 P.M.
Who is developing the Scenic Highway Plan?

The Lake County Roads 455 and Old 50 Corridor Advocacy Group (CAG) was formed by citizens of the area to apply for the designation and guide the planning process for the scenic highway corridor. The group is comprised of area residents, property, and business owners. In addition, representatives from state and local government are involved.
What are the benefits of designating Lake County Road 455 and Old 50 a Florida Scenic Highway?
Part of the process of designating a scenic highway is to produce a long-range plan for improvements and enhancements of the corridor. It benefits the residents of the area by allowing them to create their own vision for future improvements of the corridor in cooperation with inter-governmental agencies involved in the area. The plan does not produce changes; it only creates opportunities for the pursuit of grants and partnerships to implement the citizens' vision for the corridor.
How will this affect my taxes?
County and city taxes will not be affected by the Scenic Highway designation. The designation will assist us in applying and qualifying for grant funds to accomplish planned improvements.
