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This is a detailed summary of the inaugural meeting of the Wekiva River Basin Commission, held at Wekiwa Springs State Park.
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Developed by the Florida Department of Transportation, District 5, in consultation with Florida’s Turnpike Enterprise, Orlando-Orange County Expressway Authority and Seminole County Expressway Authority, this document is to specifically address provision 10.b of the Executive Order No. 03-112 Directing Protection of the Wekiva River Basin Area.
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The Agreement made on September 30, 2004 by and between the State of Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT) and the Orlando-Orange County Expressway Authority (OOCEA). The purpose of the Agreement is to provide for FDOT’s participation in the SR 46 PD&E and to provide Departmental financial assistance to OOCEA and state the terms and conditions upon which such assistance will be provided and the understandings as to the manner in which the project will be undertaken and completed.
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This study was prepared for the Governor and the Florida Department of Community Affairs in response to section 369.318, Florida Statues (F.S.). The statute requires the Department of Health to study onsite disposal system standards needed to achieve nitrogen reductions protective of groundwater quality within the Wekiva Study Area.
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This is a report prepared by The Department of Environmental Protection on the efficacy and applicability of water quality and wastewater treatment standards needed to achieve nitrogen reductions protective of surface and ground water quality within the Wekiva Study Area. It is submitted pursuant to Section 369.318(1), F.S., of the Wekiva Parkway and Protection Act, Chapter 2004-384, Laws of Florida.
